The Florence Griswold Museum’s fiscal year 2025 reflected 
both the challenges and opportunities of a dynamic operating 
environment. The Museum continued to advance its mission while 
investing in its people, programs, and facilities. Total operating 
revenue for the year was $3.34 million, supported by a balanced 
mix of earned revenue ($747,000), contributed revenue ($1.58 
million), and strategic endowment support ($1.01 million). Earned 
income showed modest growth over the prior year driven by 
gains in rentals and program services, while contributed revenue 
softened as fundraising event and restricted contribution activity 
moderated following prior year highs.

Operating expenses totaled $3.67 million, reflecting continued 
investment in staff, infrastructure, exhibitions, and visitor 
experience. Rising payroll and professional services costs were 
the primary drivers of year‑over‑year expense growth, consistent 
with broader labor and service cost increases across the 
nonprofit sector. As planned, the Museum relied less heavily on its 
endowment draw than in the previous year, reinforcing a long‑term 
strategy focused on strengthening operating sustainability 
through earned income and philanthropy while preserving 
endowment resources for future generations.

In addition to operating activity, 2025 marked a year of 
meaningful progress in the Museum’s Capital Campaign. During 
the year, the Campaign raised $2.19 million through a combination 
of individual gifts, foundation support, and investment income. 
As of December 31, 2025, the Campaign held $4.7 million in cash 
and $3.4 million in pledges receivable, reflecting strong donor 
commitment and continued momentum toward project goals. With 
additional pledges anticipated in 2026, the Campaign remains well 
positioned to support construction and related costs, supported by 
careful cash‑flow planning and strategic use of resources.

The Finance Department continues its commitment to prudent 
stewardship, transparency, and long‑term planning. This ensures 
that the Museum’s financial strength continues to support its 
mission, programs, and community well into the future.

Gifts, bequests, and purchases of significant objects 
are essential to the growth of the Museum’s collection. 
All of the objects outlined here have added depth to 
the collection, enabling the institution to build on its 
commitment to fully portray the art and history of the 
region. The Museum is grateful for the generous gifts 
received this year and every year.

In March 2025, Felandus Thames 
installed his sculpture Believed 
to be Jenny Freeman in 
her Sunday’s best in our 
collection highlights gallery. 
The Museum commissioned 
the artwork from Thames to 
honor the life and dignity of 
one of the African American 
people held enslaved on 
what are now the Museum 
grounds. The artist repurposed 
hair beads strung on wire into 
an imagined portrait of Jenny 
that was incorporated into 
a shimmering curtain of imagery 
drawn from art and patterns 
seen around the Museum and 
in African and Native American 
textiles.

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How can museums provide context 
for artworks in ways that help visitors 
learn about history and culture 
holistically? A recent exhibition at the 
Florence Griswold Museum entitled 
Inside Out: Contexts for American Art 
experimented with different approaches 
to interpretation and learning by 
providing the visitor with multi-sensory 
opportunities to engage with the 
circumstances surrounding the creation 
of five works of art from the Museum’s 
collection: a schoolgirl’s sampler (1774, 
by Alice Mather), a plaster sculpture 
(1862, by John Rogers), a still life 
painting (1888, by Charles Ethan Porter), 
a watercolor portrait miniature on 
ivory (1914, by Lydia Longacre), and 
a tempera painting (1938, by Irving 
N. Leveton). Working in response to a 
range of identities, subjects, and social 
circumstances, the creators of these 
objects demonstrate how factors such 
as gender, race, and economy affected 
how context around particular works is 
preserved and remembered — or not.

The exhibition concept was inspired by 
the Museum’s own unique environment, 
where visitors immerse themselves 
in history and art by exploring the 
Griswold Boardinghouse and walking 

Exhibition Turns History “Inside Out”

through some of the same landscapes 
that the Lyme artists painted. The 
exhibition placed the five “focus 
objects” in conversation with supporting 
art, archives, and artmaking tools, in 
addition to interactive components that 
visitors could touch, read, watch and 
hear, arrange, and smell. Through these 
elements, we aimed to reveal ways in 
which each historical artist experienced 
their worlds, and to help today’s viewers 
consider how audiences in the past 
experienced similar works of art like 
the ones on display. Each section’s text 
panels offered information about who, 
what, when, and where each artwork 
was made, while color-coded tables 
nearby offered related family-friendly 
interactive activities for all ages.

Overall, the exhibition aimed to 
appeal to audiences from preschool 
to Ph.D. For example, the rich context 
surrounding Charles Ethan Porter’s 
Strawberries (1888, Hartford Steam 
Boiler Inspection and Insurance 
Company) encouraged a multi-
disciplinary engagement with the 
seemingly simple still life. Born in 
Hartford, Connecticut, Porter faced 
discrimination and adversity as a 
professional artist of mixed-race 

heritage who was raised in poverty. 
Porter transcended the boundaries 
of his era in 1869 by becoming the 
first known person of color to be 
admitted to the prestigious National 
Academy of Design in New York. Wall 
texts posed questions and prompts 
such as: “What emotions come with 
being different? Imagine how it 
would feel to be the only person of 
your race in an entire school. With his 
limited resources, did Porter need to 
choose between buying art supplies, 
clothing, and food?” In this way, we 
also considered the role of empathy 
in understanding history. Paintings 
displayed in museums are often 
admired for technical achievement, 
but how often are visitors asked to 
consider the personal circumstances of 
the artist or to reflect on their individual 
challenges? This approach responds to 
the Museum’s recently revised mission, 
which “welcomes people of all ages 
and backgrounds to get up close and 
personal with the art of Connecticut.”

Several hands-on activities prompted 
viewers to contemplate Porter’s racial 
and economic circumstances in the late 
19th century. Stickers instructing visitors 
to “please touch objects on this table” 

Hopefully many of you were able to 
visit the Museum for the exhibitions 
on view September 27, 2025, through 
February 15, 2026, Inside Out: 
Contexts for American Art and Fall 
into Impressionism. For Inside Out, 

Curators Amy Kurtz Lansing and 

Jenny Parsons, along with Senior 

Director, Education and Visitor 

Engagement David D.J. Rau took a 

deep dive into five works of art from 

the Museum’s permanent collection. 

Their approach encouraged visitors 

to engage with the art on a personal, 

experiential level in order to more 

fully appreciate the work’s context 

and narratives.
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invited them to handle a reproduced 
handwritten letter addressed to Porter 
by Mark Twain, one of his supporters 
and patrons. Twain gave the letter to 
Porter to carry to Paris and mail to 
sculptor Karl Gerhardt, who might be 
able to connect with colleagues and 
help him find affordable housing. A 
mural-sized photographic reproduction 
of Twain’s Hartford dining room, 
with one of Porter’s floral still lifes on 
display (as it is now, in the Mark Twain 
House and Museum) provided the 
visual Gilded Age context. Beside the 
photomural and letter, a box of cigars 
gave a sense of the aroma experienced 
in the dining room, as Twain famously 
smoked dozens a day. A toy garden 
set encouraged visitors to ponder the 
sources of produce and flowers for 
Porter’s still lifes—perhaps he collected 
them from his mother’s garden in 
Rockville. Labels asked audiences, “Do 
you think Porter ever ate anything off 
his studio table? Would you?” Another 
box offered additional reproductions of 
Porter’s still lifes, landscapes, natural 
history studies, and figure drawings. 
Copies of an 1877 issue of the Hartford 
Daily Times revealed the period 
language used to describe Porter as “a 
colored man” with “an extraordinary 

eye for color.” Finally, a table with 
props gave visitors the opportunity to 
organize their own still life and share 
photographs on social media.

The exhibition was received well 
by professional colleagues and the 
public — both adults and children 
left contributions in the show’s other 
sections, including their own drawings, 
sculptures, and embroidery samples. 
The well-worn objects on the interactive 
tables were a welcome sight as the 
show reached its midway point. As one 
visitor wrote in the gallery’s guestbook, 
“We live in New Jersey and have been 
visiting the Griswold Museum for many 
years. The Inside Out exhibition ranks 
as the ‘best’ we have ever seen, as it 
selects only 5 works and then looks 
at each from various vantage points. 
Exceptionally well done!”

Siblings Bill and Greg Revill and 
Barb Lund reunited at the Museum 
to see art by their grandmother 
Breta Longacre and her sister Lydia 
Longacre during Inside Out.

Leveton visited Inside Out to 
see his painting Millinery Shop and 
to share examples of his art with 
the curators. The ladies brought a 
small painting that appears to be a 
study for the black-haired hat seller, 
shared notebooks from his studies 
at Yale, and held a video call in the 
galleries with the artist’s daughter 
Charlotte so we could learn as much 
as possible from them about Irv and 
his art.

LAWTON S. PARKER
Siblings Yuka Parker Vinagre and 
David Parker visited the Museum 
with family members and friends in 
October 2025 to share and study 
works by their grandfather, artist 
Lawton S. Parker. The family brought 
with them several paintings as well as 
the gold medal Parker received from 
the Paris Salon for his prize-winning 
canvas La Paresse. Here, Yuka and 

David hold the medal alongside 
the paper “gold medal” certificate 
for painting from the Museum’s 
collection, held by Curator Amy Kurtz 
Lansing. Following their visit, Yuka 
wrote, "David and I just kept talking 
about how much we learned about 
our grandfather that we had never 
known, and how fascinating it was for 
us. Thank you once again for all your 
expertise and hospitality!” The Parker 
family returned to the Museum in 
March 2026 to view La Paresse in the 
galleries—the first time they had seen 
it in decades. 

MATILDA BROWNE
By researching their family’s history,
